The open house opened at 6pm. Michelle Brummer, project
manager for Gannett Fleming, Inc., provided an overview of
the comprehensive plan’s preparation, content and structure
at 6pm, 6:45pm and 7:15pm. Attendees then visited the seven
“stations”, hosted by planning advisory committee members,
to learn about the draft comprehensive plan and vote their
support or non-support for the select recommendations
presented at each station.

A total of 53 people, including the planning advisory
committee, attended the open house. The results of voting are
presented on the following pages.
